   This summer my parents and I travelled from the Southern Ural to the North Caucasus by car. We passed more than 10,000 geographical names. Villages and settlements, rivers and lakes, springs and streams, big cities and small towns, the largest reservoirs of our country were among them. We decided to do the most sightseeing during our travelling.

 July 15,2012
     The first interesting place we visited was the monument to Salavat Yulayev in the capital of  Bashkortostan in Ufa.  We had a rest a bit there and went on.  In the evening, we entered the territory of the Republic of Tatarstan, and soon came to the city of Kazan.
July 16,2012

     In the morning we went to conquer the Kazan Kremlin, try most national food and buy souvenirs.
       In the Kremlin, we saw the most beautiful mosque in Russia, "Kul-Sharif," the bending tower "Syuyum Bike", the biggest Koran in the world and the miraculous Icon of the Kazan Mother of God .We tasted Chuck-Chuck, baursaks, Ich-patch-poppy and delicious pilaw. I had a warm impression of the city and its hospitable citizens.

    In the evening of this wonderful day we went on our travelling. And our next stop was the ancient city of Bolgar, the capital of the Kazan Khanate. We arrived late there and that`s why stayed in a tent city for pilgrims. Our night passed in a very romantic atmosphere, almost outdoors.  It brought me a storm of positive emotions and I couldn`t  sleep for a long time.
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July 17,2012
   Early morning we were woken by local loud cocks and we went to look for further adventures. Fortunately, the sights were nearby. It turns out that we spent the night in the historic part of the city. There we were waited by the Museum of Bread with the real operating mill, ancient Khan's Tombs, mosques and other holy places. 
   After these terrific sights I had a feeling of pleasure and tranquility. And in the Museum of Bread my mother and I tried the pancakes baked in the oven. They were  delicious. I enjoyed everything very much.

  In the afternoon we went on towards Ulyanovsk and soon arrived there. The city was named in honor of the Russian leader Vladimir Ilyich Ulyanov-Lenin, who was born here. Unfortunately, Lenin`s Museum was closed on that day and we couldn`t visit it. Leaving  the city through the  President`s bridge, we moved to Saratov.

  Finally we arrived there only late evening. Saratov greeted us not very friendly. For the first time I was afraid of  thunderstorm. We live in a mountainous area, where thunderstorms are felt not so strongly. So we had to stop immediately at the nearest hotel. 

July 18,2012
    By the morning, thank God, everything calmed down and we went on to Volgograd. We could see only a bare steppe and nothing more. But closer to Volgograd the first melon and sunflower fields appeared behind the car windows. Having passed through the bridge across the Volga, we turned to the main attraction of Volgograd - Mamaev Kurgan. Ooh, this is a picturesque place with incredibly strong energy. The monument "The Motherland Calls" of impressive sizes shows the power of our people.  Relief  walls of the composition with images of military years  transfer you to the period of that difficult time. This place will be remembered for a long time.

    By the afternoon, we left Volgograd and went to Krasnodar. We decided to stay in the village "Blagoveshchenskaya" in 30 kilometers from Anapa where we were met by our friends.

July 19-26,2012
    In the South we stayed for seven days. During this time we managed to visit the biggest water park in Russia "Golden Bay" and the Taman peninsula, to receive medicine care in the medical mud volcano "Tizdar" Taman Peninsula and  stand under seventeen waterfalls "Kuago" , to make wishes touching dolmens and  walk round Anapa, to swim in the Sea of ​​Azov and the Black Sea, to take  a lot of pictures and buy gifts.
