Sorry!/l'm so sorry. I won't do  it    again. I am (very) sorry. I didn't realise...Please forgive me. I didn't mean to ... I apologise /I do apologise.

Everything will be alright/You’ll be fine (if you)… There’s nothing to worry/be anxious about. You should… I’m sure that if you… (then)
2. Discussing suggestions 
How about …- ing?    How do you feel about this?  It would be a good              

idea to…  I’ve got a good idea…  That sounds good…       

3. Offering  and expressing  opinion 

As for me,… It seems to me, … It’s very difficult to say, but I think……

Actually I feel quite strongly that……. Personally I think…/suppose…/sure…

4. Agreeing / Disagreeing  

That sounds like a good idea ...   I’m not sure about that…

I am not quite sure…

I am of the same opinion!... I can’t stand the idea…

5. Expressing likes and dislikes/Making choice
Do you like/enjoy (-ing)? What do you like/dislike about? What  do you think of…(-ing)?  I find it really….interesting / awful….
